BPM (126 Rivoli Paris 1) redefines mixed-use with a tenant-powered 
building operating system 

 
 

• The implementation of a living ecosystem in the iconic redevelopment project Beats Per Minute 
(BPM) where all actors are committed to dialogue, complementing each other and creating 
value for the community. 
 

• Concrete synergies that make life easier for users within the building and contribute to the 
development of each tenant’s activity. 

 

 
Cannes, March 10, 2026 – As part of the press conference dedicated to the opening of MIPIM 2026 in 
Cannes, Redevco, a European player and specialist in urban regeneration, presents its iconic project 
located at 126 Rivoli (Paris 1) called BPM (Beats per Minute) – a mixed programme of 13,000m2 that’s 
transforming a building into a living ecosystem in which each of the players is committed to creating 
synergies between uses,  with the aim of creating shared value for the site's community and engaging 
in neighbourhood life. 
 
"For BPM, we imagined a hybrid place where functions do not just coexist, but cooperate within a 
virtuous ecosystem, where everyone contributes and benefits in return from that of the others, creating 
a living and sustainable balance, on the scale of the building but also of the Louvre Rivoli district. Each 
will be an actor in their own way in an inter-service dynamic, which will facilitate the daily life of users, 
while supporting the development of the turnover of the site's various activities and improving the quality 
of the tenant experience," says Cécile Pouzadoux, Head of Asset Management at Redevco France. 
 
Indeed, this new operating system emphasises the following fundamental principle: diversity does not 
consist of piling uses within the same site – it consists rather of ensuring that each of the actors (uses) 
is committed to acting in favour of the community, with the aim of developing synergies that benefit 
everyone. In the case of BPM, this commitment takes shape before the signing of the leases, which 
includes the concrete participation of each tenant in the life of the building. A non-negotiable 
commitment, in the same way as those related to environmental issues. 
 
For example, the restaurant will deliver meals to the employees of the building's offices, unsold items 
will be redistributed to the association present in the building, the shops will offer preferential rates to 
the building's tenants (office employees, hotel residents) and donate second-hand clothes to the 
association. The hotel will also contribute to this solidarity dynamic, in particular by offering its used 
bedding to the association. Finally, these concrete synergies can be extended to the life of the district, 
with the nearest shops and through partnerships with the City of Paris, schools and museums. 



In order to bring this ecosystem to life and develop new synergies on a daily basis, Redevco is calling on 
two specialised companies: a Hospitality Management company, Interface, which will be in charge 
of managing and implementing the synergies and partnerships between the various tenants on site, as 
well as between the site itself and the neighbourhood; and a Property Management company,  
Workman, will be in charge of maintenance and all technical aspects within BPM. 

 
"In a building where multiple uses, temporalities and audiences coexist, our role is to transform this 
diversity into a real lever for performance, attractiveness and influence. Alongside Redevco and in 
partnership with Workman, Interface is developing a collective dynamic with all stakeholders to better 
serve the interests of all tenants," adds Vincent Lazzaroni, President and Founder of Interface. 

 
"The mix of uses of BPM implies varied needs and regulatory frameworks. As a technical and building 
manager, Workman ensures compliance and coordinates all stakeholders. Present on a daily basis with 
occupants, ambassador of Redevco and hand in hand with Interface, Workman guarantees a 
harmonious technical, service and environmental operation, the basis of an exceptional user 
experience" comments Denis Conscience, Development Director at Workman.

Designed by Franklin Azzi Architecture, BPM combines architectural innovation, sustainability 
(BREEAM RFO certification, targeting In-Use Excellent), mixed uses and social integration, in a 
demanding heritage context, on one of the most vibrant streets of the capital. BPM will eventually offer 
13,000m² spread over 10 levels, becoming a lively and connected experiential space. A new destination 
for the capital, where shops (3,500m²), offices (4,500m²), urban logistics, as well as a 4-star lifestyle 
hotel by Radisson Collection (57 rooms) and a gourmet restaurant will coexist; with a green rooftop 
offering an exceptional 360° view of Paris. A listed medieval crypt from the thirteenth century enriches 
this site in history and will be used by the hotel. Among the future retail tenants, two new flagships will 
be set up: the largest MUJI branch in Europe with a new concept store, as well as that of an international 
fashion brand.
